Do you have time to bring your foster to obedience classes? 
Do you feel you could manage a foster with behavioral issues, such as dominance, food possessive, object aggressive, separation anxiety, fear issues?

How will you react to the following;

If your foster has an accident in the house?

If your foster barks excessively?

If your foster digs up your flowers or chews/breaks something precious to you?

If your foster has an altercation with another dog?

Have you considered the emotional impact of caring for a dog and then giving it up or it passes away in a short period of time? Are you comfortable with this idea?

Having a palliative/special needs foster may require you to let them out in the middle of the night. Are you comfortable with this idea?

Are you comfortable in giving medications and if the foster is diabetic – a needle? 
Is there a restriction in the length of time you can foster a dog?

If fostering special needs, are you prepared to open your home to a prospective adopter for an appointment?
